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To Each Affiliated Organisation

The following arrangements will apply to the National Demonstration. This is particularly important given that a very large crowd is expected to attend.

Assembly

People are to access the parade in a clockwise manner walking up past the Rotunda Hospital. As the crowd grows the Gardai will move the march forward from the Garden of Remembrance end as far as the Ambassador.

Time of Departure

The march will depart from Parnell Square at 2pm.

Route

The march will travel along O’Connell Street, D’Olier Street, College Green, Nassau Street, Clare Street and on to Merrion Square West and Merrion Square South where the platform will be erected at the Pepper Canister end.

The PA system will be rigged up in a manner which conveys the speeches as far back to the assembled crowd as is possible in all the circumstances.
Stewarding  

An Garda Siochana will lead and flank the march. The primary responsibility rests with the organiser to steward the march and ensure the safe passage of the marchers. In that respect it is crucial that each union identify the people they are putting forward as stewards as soon as possible. The names should be communicated to Fergus Whelan, Congress Industrial Officer by email at fergus.whelan@ictu.ie  An Garda Siochana has been advised there will be 150 stewards provided in clearly identifiable visibility vests. 

On the morning of the march there will be a briefing session for the stewards on the part of the organisers and An Garda Siochana in the Mandate Union, O’Lehane Hall Cavendish Row beginning at 11.30pm. It is crucial that the stewards assemble in good time as it is necessary to get to the key points on the streets as early as possible. Stewards will take their directions from An Garda Siochana in terms of managing the march.
Buses

People arriving on buses should disembark at Western Way. The buses should then make their way to Fitzwilliam Square where An Garda Siochana will have made arrangements for parking. This will also facilitate traffic management when people are departing after the march.

Trains 

People arriving by train at Heuston Station should take the LUAS as far as O’Connell Street.

Skips 
There will be two skips placed on Merrion Square South, one along side the platform and another halfway down the Square for the disposal of posters and placards after the march. Please utilise these skips for the disposal of placards you do not wish to retain. 
This is a very important part of the campaign for a fairer deal for all and it is imperative that we display appropriate organisational skills on the day.
