Members

Membership of the Golf Society is confined to “In-benefit” members of the TUI, retired members of TUI and Head Office staff.  A person wishing to become a member of the golf society must complete the society’s application form and forward it, with the annual subscription, for the attention of the secretary.  The annual subscription will be determined at the society’s annual general meeting each year.  Membership becomes renewable from the date of the annual general meeting. 

Annual General Meeting

The Society’s secretary will provide two weeks’ notice of the annual general meeting and its agenda to the Society’s members. 

Election of Officers (5) and Committee Members (5)

Members may be proposed and seconded for officer and committee member positions.  In the event that there are more nominations than positions available, the successful nominees will be decided on a simple majority show of hands by the members present.  

Outings

Outing Schedule and Format 

The schedule of outings for the year shall normally consist of the following:

· February outing (mid-term)

· Spring outing (Easter)

· June outing 

· September outing (Captain’s prize)

Members may make suggestions in respect of outings to any committee member for consideration.

The format of outings shall be an 18-hole Stableford competition, with members playing off their GUI handicaps (subject to the adjustments set out in the Handicapping System below).

Members pay a composite green fee and competition fee on the day, decided by the committee in the context of the fee agreed with the golf club in question. 

Protocol in respect of timesheet for outings

1. The timesheet will open at least twenty days prior to an outing and members will be invited to reserve a place on the timesheet by contacting the Competition Secretary by phone text message

2. Paid-up members of TUI Golf Society will be accommodated on the timesheet prior to 10 days before an outing

3. A limited number of guests of the Teachers’ Union of Ireland will be accommodated at the Union’s/their own expense

4. For the final 10 days prior to an outing, remaining places on the timesheet will be open to members and members’ guests on a ‘first-come’ basis

5. The timesheet will be posted on the TUI website (Benefits and Services section) 5 days before an outing

6. Members’ guests will be eligible for prizes only in the Visitors’ category in Single Stableford Competitions.  Members’ guests will not be eligible for membership benefits

7. Sponsors will be guests of the society. 

For all outings separate Men’s and Ladies’ competitions, in accordance with GUI guidelines, will be held.  

Prizes for the Men’s Competitions will be as follows:

The categories will be established on the day of an outing by the committee member/s supervising the outing by dividing the members competing into two categories based on their society handicaps. The “division” will be done to ensure that there will, insofar as possible, be the same number of players in each category. 

Prizes for the Ladies’ Competitions will be as follows

Eligibility

To be eligible to win a prize at an outing one must be a fully paid up member and have paid the required entry fee on the day of the outing.

The golf card must be returned properly completed, and signed by the player and marker.

Prize-Giving

The prize-giving ceremony will take place in the host club, as soon as possible after the final competitor has returned his/her card. 

Handicapping system

1. All players play off their official club handicap

2. Players without an official club handicap will be handicapped as follows:

Men: 18     Women: 36

3. Winners of Stableford competitions will be deducted three points from their total score in their next three Stableford competitions

4. Runners-up in Stableford competitions will be deducted two points from their total score in their next three Stableford competitions

5. Third-placed finishers will be deducted one point from their total score in their next three Stableford competitions

6. All members will play in the Captain’s Prize without any points deductions

7. TUI Golf Society reminds members that the game of golf is based on honesty and integrity of participants and those qualities are expected of all members in their co-operation with out handicapping system. 

At the start of each year and after each outing the Handicap Secretary shall publish the revised handicap for each member.

Visitor Handicap  

A visitor with a GUI handicap will play off that handicap. A visitor without a GUI handicap will be assigned a handicap of 18 (male) or 30 (female).
